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Abstract: This article analyzes the position of the Greek city-states of Asia Minor
and mainland Greece within the clientelae established by Pompey the Great after the final defeat
of Mithridates VI Eupator in 63 BC. Drawing on the letters and speeches of Cicero, the authors
examine the inscriptions and testimonies of Dio Cassius, and a number of other sources,
the mechanisms for integrating the city-states into the Roman patronage and client politics. It is worth
noting the dual nature of their status: formally proclaimed ‘free and friendly’ (liberi et amici populi
Romani), in reality, the city-states were strictly dependent on the Roman Senate and magistrates, who
regulated territorial boundaries, tax regimes, and internal organization. The study proves that Pompey
deliberately used the city-states as a counterweight to the kings of Galatia, Cappadocia, and the
Bosporan Kingdom, preventing the excessive strengthening of either. Greek elites, in turn, actively
manipulated the rhetoric of ‘friendship’ and ‘loyalty’, sending embassies, minting coins with images
of Roman generals, and erecting cult statues in exchange for confirmation of privileges. The article
demonstrates that the civil wars in Rome in the mid-first century BC (the struggle between Caesar and
Pompey, the Republicans, and then Octavian and Antony) destroyed this fragile balance, ultimately
transforming the city-states from nominal allies into objects of direct military and financial
exploitation. It was Pompey, and later Augustus, who established a model in which the formal
autonomy of the city-states was preserved only as long as its preservation served the interests
of Rome. Thus, the clientelae became the precursor to direct imperial rule, which finally eliminated
the fiction of equal ‘friendship’.
