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Abstract. The article provides a historical overview of the intellectual life of Athens under Emperor
Constantine the Great’s rule based on written sources analysis, using the example of the philosopher-
Nicagoras - a representative of a hereditary family of rhetoricians and an Athenian priest. By or-
der of the Emperor, he was to make a trip to Egypt to collect antiquities for the decoration of Constan-
tinople, the new capital. The selection of a philosopher for this mission signified the formation of a
special influential micro-group of Athenian intellectuals of imperial significance, marking their transi-
tion to a new level beyond the city’s aristocracy. This was an unprecedented Athenian phenomenon:
the formation of an influential stratum in the late antique city, which emerged from the old aristocracy
but became autonomous in relation to it. The influence of intellectuals stemmed not only from their
knowledge and intangible authority, but also from their income, which was higher than that of land-
owners or members of the commercial and artisan classes. This special status of Athenian intellectuals
began to take shape as early as the 2nd century, when the Antonines established not only chairs in
higher schools, but also regular state grain supplies to Athens - an exceptional phenomenon at the
time. Even a local catastrophe such as the devastating Herulian invasion in the second
half of the 3rd century did not disrupt the life of intellectuals and higher schools. By the begin-
ning of the 4t century, normal life had been restored. According to the authors, this is primarily evi-
denced by the history of Nicagoras the Younger’s family over five generations and two centuries -
from Museus (Mnaseas) to Himerius. In conclusion, the authors note that the role of Athenian schools
and scholarchs will further increase in the future. Athens will continue to play a uniquely significant
role in the empire for another 200 years. However, the composition of the city’s intellectuals will
change over time.
